DOG FOULING IN NASEBY

Daventry District Environmental Department has
asked certain areas within the Daventry District
to take part in an initiative to raise awareness of
the dog fouling problem with a view to
persuading the minority of dog owners, who do
not clean up after their dogs, to take
responsibility seriously and comply with the law.
Naseby Parish Council agreed to take part in this
initiative which encompasses the following: -

Any incident of dog fouling discovered
within a designated area, the excrement
will be sprayed with red marker paint.
The result of this, it is hoped will be
twofold, (a) it will highlight the fouled
area, and be avoided by pedestrians. (b)
Encourage the offending dog owner to
clean it up.

The designated area or (the dog fouling
hotspots) will be monitored frequently by
the Parish Council and its findings will be
submitted to the Daventry District
Council 6s Environme
Officer.

It is hoped, that this initiative will appeal to
offending dog owners better nature, to
take their responsibility of dog ownership
more seriously and also give an evidence
base for any further action that may be
required.
